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Component 2 – Group-based presentation

Staff nurses: a user profile 
Content

A good knowledge of the user group, based on personal experience and supported by research, was demonstrated.   However, additional user profiling would have been beneficial.  The team used their knowledge of the professional context of the user group to show clear understanding of their information needs and ICT skills.  This knowledge was also used to clearly map the information literacy “frames” to both the competency-driven culture and problem-solving activities of staff nurses.  This contextualisation, whilst acknowledging diversity within the user group and potential barriers, suggested support building on nurses’ day-to-day professional requirements.

Dynamics

The group kept to the allocated time. The presentation followed a logical order with smooth handovers between the presenters.  Each member presented key information but built on what had gone before.  Style and tone varied slightly within the group but these were complementary and didn’t interfere with the overall message.

Presentation

The presentation was delivered confidently and audibly.  It was well-paced and good eye contact was maintained with the audience.  The use of written notes made delivery hurried in places but only slightly interfered with the clarity. The accompanying slides were clear in design and layout although there was some variation in the font size used.

Based on these criteria the members of the group agreed to award a mark of 8 out of 10.
