Component 3: Self Evaluation of Individual Presentation (Information Literacy (IL) 

Content

My presentation content addressed all of the criteria outlined. It was a bit of a challenge to keep all of the content within 3 main slides, but I managed to do so. Knowledge of Audience

I gave a good overall profile of my chosen group. This was based on a mixture of my training experiences with the group and knowledge gleaned from job descriptions. Similarly, with the group feedback in the afternoon, little was said of my presentation, perhaps as there was little to critique or were tired? (a very good point that you could have raised for discussion at the time, however, the positive feedback from the tutor should demonstrate that the former rather than the latter is the case)
