What have I learned from FILE?

I have learned to identify the information literacy requirements of a wide range of users, from support workers to Consultants, in more depth, and to develop learning strategies that address the needs of individual user groups. Identify one target implementing an IL initiative

To carry out a Dialog database training session and to evaluate it with an online survey to assess how it can be revised to meet the needs of my trainees.

Outline the strategy employed to provide an overall evaluation of the impact of this IL initiative

I carried out a 1.5 hour long training session on literature searching healthcare databases using Dialog.  My trainees were a Clinical Nurse Specialist, a Staff Nurse and a Physiotherapist.  Two days before the training session, the Medline home page was altered and this had to be accommodated into my training session.  The results of the survey showed that in future I should run Beginners and Advanced sessions to adapt to the ICT needs of my trainees.  I will also need to carry out a diagnostic test to indicate which of these sessions is appropriate to the individual.
