Databases Available from the Library:

Cochrane Library 
The Cochrane Library is a unique source of reliable and up-to-date information on the effects of interventions in health care. Published on a quarterly basis, The Cochrane Library is designed to provide information and evidence to support decisions taken in health care and to inform those receiving care
The new wiley interface is currently freely available to search directly at http://www.thecochranelibrary.com. Or via a link from HILO (Health Information for London Online) at www.hilo.nhs.uk
TRIP (Turning Research Into Practice) 
TRIP Database allows you to cross-search around 150 freely available online resources containing high-quality 'evidence-based' health information from around the world. Resources searchable via TRIP include The Cochrane Library, PubMed Clinical Queries, Clinical Evidence, BestBETs and journals such as Evidence-Based Medicine and Bandolier. Trip is now freely available to all NHS users but users need to set up an username and password to allow email alerts as new items are added to TRIP.
