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What Have I learned from FILE and did it meet my original expectations?

· The course improved my reflective practice skills and as a result I can implement diagnostic testing and evaluate my training more effectively.  

· It helped me to adopt more innovative teaching style to match learning styles of my audience.

· It enhanced my presentation skills.

· It increased my confidence as an IL trainer and encouraged me to want to aim for higher achievement in getting the IL messages across to a wide range of target audiences.

· The course had fully met my professional development targets that I had set out in Component 1.

One target identified and an IL initiative implemented since the end of the taught part of the course

I have since planned and run a training course on ‘Validity of Google Scholar for General Practice Staff’ and Patient Information.  I used ‘Best Treatments’ as an alternative source, so that the validity of the two IL sources could be assessed and compared.  My target audience were three general practitioners, one practice nurse and the practice manager.

To evaluate the course, I posed one question to illustrate a positive aspect of the session and one question to indicate an aspect that needed improving.  

Outline of the feedback:

· Excellent practical demonstration of use of resources and good illustration of limitations

· Very informative- haven’t heard about these resources

· Very useful introduction to these two resources

· Further sessions for more detailed overview

· Perhaps shorter introduction and rather than a presentation, use the resources while teaching 

Good evaluation overall.
