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After reflecting on the feedback received for the training session given for component 4, I modified my training and materials in the following ways:
· A slide was added at the start to flag up the importance of formulating a search question effectively and how this relates to evidence based medicine and can directly impact on patient care. This should enhance motivation and make participants aware of the importance of formulating a search question correctly for real-life work situations.
· I added an example to the presentation and the exercises which doesn’t include all 4 PICO elements, to illustrate that PICO can still work when one of the elements is missing.
· I printed the handouts single-sided on two separate sheets so participants did not need to turn back and forth, as was the case in component 4.
· The session was designed to be run as the first part of a larger training session on searching for evidence based information using resources such as the Cochrane Library. The exercises were designed so participants could use the same scenarios as search examples later on, putting the PICO model into practice.
