· Introduce self

· What we’re covering, show some and then hands-on

· Why  - all use Google most days – flexible tool for every occasion.  Problems – unreliability (another day) and vastness of the web (toolbox to make your searching more efficient)

· Phrase searching – refer to PubMed too 

· Eg “black death”

· warn you may exclude eg just putting in ‘fleas’ will exclude most of the articles about black coffee related deaths or Death wearing a nice black cape 

· Using ‘or’ and synonyms 

· auto AND eg cinema Putney – sometimes need it to work the other way eg cinema OR theatre Putney

· black death or bubonic plague  – No indexing so you need to think it through

· Exclude terms with 

· eg plague -pneumonic
· Site search

· Either if the navigation is hard to follow (eg Imperial or DoH!) 

· or if you want it from a specific or reputable source eg DoH – ‘cancer referrals’ and ‘www.dh.gov.uk’
