Map of Medicine: a brief introduction
The Map of Medicine is a multidisciplinary online clinical knowledge resource of more than 1500 pages organised into 370 clinical pathways. The easy-to-use visual format offers evidence-based up-to-date information for Accident and Emergency, Medicine, Mental Health, Obstetrics and Gynaecology, Oncology and Palliative Care, Paediatrics and Surgery. All pathways are updated at least annually, but more frequently if important new guidance or evidence is published, and as soon as possible after the publication of NICE and SIGN guidance. All content is accredited by identified reviewing bodies, and certified by the organisational body that performed the evidence appraisal. Access is via an NHS Athens username and password.
How to find the Map of Medicine:
In the address bar type: www.mapofmedicine.com.

Click on ‘Access the Map of Medicine’.
Click on London under ‘Access the Map’ on the left hand side of the screen.

Under London, click on Access the Map.

Click on the Login via Athens box.

Enter your Athens username and password.

The first time you use Map of Medicine you will need to accept the terms and conditions of use, and register your personal details.
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Primarily British spellings are used throughout the Map of Medicine, so use e.g. ‘Haem’ not ‘Hem’ and ‘Paed’ not ‘Ped’ to get the best results.
The key can be found on each page of the pathways by clicking on the box:

  in any box you can find evidence-based clinical information, including images, attachments and references, and also links to resources on the National Library for Health. Any entry in blue is a link which can be followed. This is also where you find a page to add your own notes, although these should not be sufficient to identify individual patients.  on an entry indicates that you have a saved note.

 you can print out a standard referral letter (this cannot be filled in online).

If you click on  

  along the top of the screen, you return to the home page of the Map of Medicine to start a new search. Alternatively, click on [image: image15.png]


 to reopen the Browse by Pathways tool without losing the current page you are viewing.

If you click on 

 along the top of the screen, you can print out a PDF version of the page, including a visual image of the pathway, clinical evidence, references, attachments, any local information and a choice of with or without your personal notes.

The 

 button opens a form which can be filled in to give clinical feedback. Alternatively, you can click on ‘Submit as feedback’ on any saved personal notes to submit these as feedback, or click on ‘product feedback’ along the bottom of the screen to comment on the Map of Medicine itself.
