Sheet 1 – Getting Started

You have finally made the decision it’s now or never, in approximately 5 Minutes, you will have created your very own blog.

1. Creating a Wordpress.com Account

2. In your browser, enter the URL http://wordpress.com
3. On the page that appears, click the Big, SIGN UP NOW! Button.

4. This takes you to the wordpress.com signup page at http://wordpress.com/signup.

5. In the Username text box, enter the name you will use to log in to your blog from now until forever.
6. Enter a password of your choice in the Password box.

7. Enter your email address in the Email Address box.

This address is not made public on your blog.

8. Select the check box in the Legal Flotsam section.

9. Select either ‘Gimme a blog!’ or Just a Username, Please.
The Gimme a blog signs you up with a Wordpress.com account and sets you up with a blog. The Just a Username signs you with an account which at a later date can be used to create a blog.

10. Click the Next button.

11. Enter what you choose as your blog domain name in the Blog Domain text box.

Whatever you enter here will be your URL address of your blog. It must be at least four characters (letters & numbers only), and you CAN’T change it later, choose carefully!  Example http://lancashirecare.wordpress.com
12. In the Blog Title text box, enter the name chosen for your blog.

For example: Lancashire Care Library & Information Service

13. Select the language preference in the Language drop-down menu.

14. Select the Privacy check box if you want your blog to be public.

15. Deselect this box if you want your blog to be private – not to be shown on search engines.

16. Click the Sign-Up button and you’re done!
This button loads a new page, which displays a confirmation message that your WordPress.com account is now active. An email is also sent to you that contain your username, password and some important links. 
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
