Using the Internet Intelligently 

15th April 2008 session

As a busy professional, you may not have time to attend the traditional Library half hour talks.  However a session on improving web skills and online searching will help reduce the amount of time you spend filtering through masses of information found on the web.  A search for Influenza using Google as an example, yields 15,900,000 (2/4/08), imagine how long it will take to analyze all the records, yet there are solutions and techniques for finding the most relevant resources within shortest possible time.  

· Have you taken time to assess your Internet and web skills? 

· Are you aware of the good, bad and ugly about the Internet?  

· Do you want to brush up your web skills on web searching beyond Google?  

If you answer yes to any or all of the above, then make an effort to attend the forthcoming session on Intelligent Use of the Web, 15th April 2008, 10am, Room to be advised.

The session will begin with the completion of a self-assessment web skills checklist.  The presentation will cover website evaluation techniques to discern the good, the bad (fakes) and the ugly about the web.  You will obtain practical advice on how to do a search to yield best results using any search engine.  

You will also be guided to web tools that enable simultaneous searching of content from various search engines, as well as sites to use to identify hoaxes and fakes – e.g. can you believe a talking mouse!

You will be asked to complete an online survey four weeks later to assess the long-term impact of the training on your use of the web. Findings from the survey will also inform future provision on this.

The session will be presented by Sabelo Mapasure, Assistant Librarian, who has recently completed Facilitating Information Literacy Education a postgraduate course run by the School of Information Management at London Metropolitan University.
