Generalized anxiety

Generalized anxiety - F41.1 (Clinical term: Generalized anxiety disorder Eud1.1)

Presenting complaints

Tension-related symptoms, e.g. headache, pounding heart, insomnia, complaint of “stress’
Enquiry reveals prominent anxiety.
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4. Finding information within a Specialist Library

There are two ways of doing this – search using the box in the top left hand corner or browse the topic tree on the left of the page. 
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4.1 Using the search box

· Type your search term into the box and click Go. Use speech marks “ ” to search for exact phrases.
· The search will retrieve all resources with your search term(s) in the title, description, menu topic, keyword, and publisher fields. 

· You can use Boolean operators to combine search terms: 
· AND will find resources with all of your search terms

· OR will find resources with any of your search terms

· NOT will find resources with the 1st but not the 2nd term

· You can use truncation by adding an asterisk (*) to the root of a word to find resources with all different word endings. 

4.2 Using the Topic Tree 
Click on the + symbol next to a topic display the subtopics. 





Click on a topic itself to display all the resources for your chosen topic.


5.1 Results page: There are five tabs in the results display for different types of resource: 

· Guidance and pathways - this section includes NICE clinical practice guidelines and health technology appraisals. 
· Evidence - this section includes Cochrane systematic reviews and mental health content from Clinical Evidence. 

· Reference - this section includes WHO mental health in primary care guidelines. 

· Education/CPD 

· Patient Information 
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You can refine your search by adding another keyword into ‘Search within results’ box and search within the results already found.  You can also change the order your results are displayed in: the default option is to display them in alphabetical order by their titles, but you can choose to have them in date order, publisher order or by publication type. In addition you can choose to show summaries, and to change the number of results displayed per page to 20 or 50 from the default 10.

5.2 Viewing results:
Click on the title of the result or on the View Detail link to go to a page displaying further details about the result
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Where the full text of the document is available, there will be a link to it here – click on the link to go directly to the resource.

Select your chosen Specialist Library(ies) by clicking the box next to their name (so that a tick appears)





Type your search terms into the search box





Choose whether to search just the titles of resources, or within the text of the resources as well, by clicking the appropriate buttons





Click on the blue search button





Results provide full text links where available





The number of results for each tab is displayed as the number in brackets after the tab name





Tabs with no results are greyed out and become unclickable





Use the page numbers or Previous/Next links to move on to the next page of results within that tab





Click on a tab to display the results it contains





Total number of records is displayed in the top right.
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
