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NHS Evidence is a site provided by NICE that searches a number of evaluated sites for evidence-based health and social care information.

What types of evidence does it search?

· Systematic reviews

· Health Technology Assessments

· Guidelines (mainly UK)
· Drug information

· Statistics

· Selected primary research

How can I access it?

Access NHS Evidence at www.evidence.nhs.uk. There is no need to register, and it is free to search. 
How do I search?

NHS Evidence uses a simple Google-style search box. 
For best results, use a few keywords from your search question. 
For example, if your question is ‘In infants with acute bronchiolitis does treatment with nebulised salbutamol reduce the clinical severity?’ your search query could be:
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Coohrane Database of Systematic Reviews, 25 January 2004 - Publisher: John Wiley & Sons, Ltd -
Publication type: Systematic reviews




Enter your keywords and click on ‘Search’ or press ‘enter’ to begin.

How are the results displayed?

Results are shown in order of relevance, and 10 items are shown on each page. 
To filter results by area of interest, type of information, clinical query, source or medicine, click on the links in the panel on the left. 

How can I view the full text of an item?

In general, clicking on the title of the item will take you to the website where the full-text is hosted. 
Some sources may only provide summaries or critical appraisals of published papers, not the full-text of the paper discussed.
You can access items from many medical journals by visiting the NHS My Journals site at http://journals.library.nhs.uk
What about the healthcare databases?
These are still available through the former National Library for Health by following the link to ‘Conduct a Specialist Search’.
