What is TRIP?

The TRIP (Turning Research into Practice) database searches a number of evaluated sites for evidence-based healthcare information.

What types of evidence does it search?

· Systematic reviews

· Evidence-based synopses (usually either an appraisal of an individual paper, or a topic review based on a number of papers)
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Guidelines (European, North American and other regions)

· Clinical questions

· E-Textbooks

· Core clinical research

How can I access it?

Access TRIP at www.tripdatabase.com. There is no need to register, and it is free to search. 
How do I search?

TRIP uses a simple Google-style search box. 
For best results, use a few keywords from your search question. 
For example, if your question is ‘In infants with acute bronchiolitis does treatment with nebulised salbutamol reduce the clinical severity or the length of stay?’ your search query could be:
Enter your keywords and click on ‘Search’ or press ‘enter’ to begin.

Unlike Google, TRIP will often try to find synonyms of your keywords, to improve your searches

How are the results displayed?

Results are shown in order of relevance, and 20 titles are shown on each page. Newer results and higher levels of evidence are given greater weight.
To view more information, or access the full-text of an item (where available), click on the title.

To filter results by type of evidence, click on the links in the blue panel on the right. 

Some items allow you to view the conclusions from the search results screen, by clicking on the blue [image: image1.png]

How can I view the full text of an item?

In general, clicking on the title of the item will take you to the website where the full-text is hosted. 
Some sources may only provide summaries or critical appraisals of published papers, not the full-text of the paper discussed.
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There are some items where the full-text is not available directly from TRIP, including some medical journals and Clinical Evidence.
