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P AND: Use "and” or "a" between keywords to return results that contain both
keywords (for example, heart and failure returns results that contain "heart”

and "failure").

P OR: Use "or" or "|" between keywords to return resuls that contain either of the.
keywords (for example, heart or failure returns results that contain either
"heart” or "failure”).

P NOT: Use "not” between keywords to return results that contain the first keyword
but not the second (for example, heart not failure returns results that contain
"heart”, but not those that also contain "failure”).

P PHRASES: Type in 3 phrase (using quotes or
