Getting Started

To access the library catalogue website open your Internet browser and type in the following web address:

www.southeastlibrarysearch.nhs.uk
Advanced Search
Click on  Advanced Search  at the top left of the screen and maximise the window. In the box next to Keyword type the word Mentoring and in the box next to Subject type in the word Nursing and click on the search button
1 How many titles did your search find?

2 How are the results sorted? (please tick next to the correct answer) Are they:
a) alphabetical by Author surname

b) Alphabetical by title

c) Publication date – most recent first

d) Publication date – oldest first

Either click on details blue button to the left of the book Mentoring in Nursing: A dynamic and collaborative process by Grossman S C or click on the picture on the right hand side

3 Please write down the ISBN
4 What is the publication date of the book?

Click on the A Look Inside tab at the top left of the page

5 The Author’s first name starts with S – please write down their first name

6 They are a professor but can you write down the University where they work
Now click on the   Detailed Record  tab at the top of the screen

The Class Mark is the shelf location of the book in the Library

7 Please write down the class mark of this book
8 Please list all the subjects (blue text)

Look at the picture of the book cover you will see there are 3 lines of writing in blue text.  
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Click on Find more by this author

9 How many other books are there by this author (S C Grossman) in the Libraries?

Click on Go Back  tab at the top left of the screen to return back to previous screen.
Click on Find more on these topics this should bring up lots of results as it searches all the subjects that you listed earlier!  Click on Go Back  tab at the top left of the screen.
When you have finished searching close down the windows that you have open by clicking on the X in the right hand corner of the window screen.  
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
