Getting Started

To access the library catalogue website open your Internet browser and type in the following web address:

Basic Search
In the search box type in Radiography and click Search
1 How many results are there?

Click on the Radiographic imaging and exposure book record:
2 How many different libraries stock this book?
3 Please list these libraries
4 What is the publication date of the book?

5 What is the loan period?

Click on Check Availability/Request Item and maximise the window (you will see a picture of the front cover)
6 Please write down the ISBN
Now click on the   Detailed Record  tab at the top of the screen
The Class Mark is the shelf location of the book in the Library

7 Please write down the class mark of this book
8 Please list all the subjects (blue text)

Look at the picture of the book cover you will see there are 3 lines of writing in blue text.

9 Are there any other books by this author (T Fauber) in the Libraries?

Click on   OK   to return to previous screen.
