[image: image2.wmf]SEARCHING
There are many ways of searching this website to find the information you need – there is no right or wrong way.

1. You can search by geographical area

2. You can search by topic 
3. You can search in the quick search box

4. You can search for data or publications

5. You can search in the Guided (more advanced) search box

► Click on ‘Profiles of Health in the Region’ in the left hand side menu
Here you can access data by area as you can see by the place names listed on the left.

Above the maps are tabs which link this data to topic areas e.g. Health Inequalities, Child Health and census data etc.
► Click on ‘Colchester’
► Click on the URL/File pdf link HealthProfile2008-Colchester.pdf [439.3K​] at the top of the page.

This gives you a profile of health in the Colchester area. When you are training student health visitors, this would be an ideal resource to introduce them to for profiling their patch. 
► Scroll down to page 4, or put 4 in the page box on the tool bar. 
These indicators show you how health in this local authority compares to the rest of England. As you can see, ‘smoking in pregnancy’ (7) and ‘road injuries and deaths (32) are significantly worse than the England average and therefore may be issues that you can help to address. Breast feeding initiation (8), children’s physical activity (9), obesity (10) and tooth decay (11) are areas that are being handled well, which tells you service setters and workers in these areas are getting it right.  
► Close this window by clicking on the cross in the right hand corner of the profile

► Click the ‘back’ arrow at the top left hand corner 
► Click on the ‘Child Health Profiles 2008’ tab
► Click on Colchester

► Click on the URL/File pdf link 22UG-Colchester CD.pdf [641.6K]​ at the top of the page. 

This profile gives you an overview of the children in the Colchester area, including poverty levels, mortality and a range of comparative indicators. It also summarises population data as you can see at the top right hand corner.
► Close this window by clicking on the cross in the right hand corner of the profile.

► Click on the ‘Home’ button just underneath the ERPHO logo.
► Click on ‘Children and Young People’ halfway down the left hand side.
The purpose of this topic page is to provide ready access to regional data on child health using downloadable ERPHO publications and interactive web resources. It also signposts data sources, useful organisations, websites and e-bulletins. This will enable you to readily access the key policies, guidelines and government targets that you need to inform your everyday practice.
Now you have some idea of what is available from the menus. 

► Click in the search box just below the ‘Home’ button and type in MMR. Press enter, or click on the search button.
The results found will be ranked in order of relevance (see percentage next to title) and are also filed by information type (see tabs at top – data, reports etc). You can change the number of results shown on the page (bottom left). This search option can be used for more general searches.
► Open the guided search box, type ‘saving babies lives’ in the exact phrase box and choose ‘reports’ from the search by resource section. Click on the search button top left. This option can be used for more specific advanced searching. 

Tips: 
The search process is not punctuation or case sensitive e.g. it doesn’t matter if you forget capitals, colons, apostrophes etc as in Saving Babies’ Lives.
Please remember to make use of the ‘Help’ function which so many people forget about. For another general overview of the site’s contents try the sitemap.
