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About DARE 

Systematic reviews can provide reliable information about what is known and not known about the effects of interventions. But just as with individual studies, systematic reviews can be hard to find, can have methodological flaws and can be difficult to interpret. DARE provides the solution by systematically identifying and quality assessing reviews from around the world.

The database is focused on systematic reviews of the effects of health interventions and includes reviews of: interventions that are clearly health related; interventions that have the potential to affect health; adverse effects; diagnostic and prognostic studies; individual patient data (IPD).

About NHS EED 

Health care decision-makers need easy access to reliable information about the costs as well as the effects of drugs, treatments and procedures, to inform their decisions. Although there is a growing literature evaluating the cost-effectiveness of health care interventions, these studies can be difficult to identify and appraise.

NHS EED aims to assist decision-makers by systematically identifying and describing economic evaluations, appraising their quality and highlighting their relative strengths and weaknesses .

About HTA

HTA contains details of completed and ongoing health technology assessments from around the world. Unlike DARE and NHS EED, the abstracts in the database are descriptive rather than critical.

The HTA database provides free access to information about technology assessments carried out around the world.

HTA contains records of ongoing and completed projects conducted by the 47 member agencies of International Network of Agencies for Health Technology Assessment (INAHTA) as well as records reporting completed technology assessments carried out by other HTA organisations.

Many different types of research are included in the HTA database. As well as systematic reviews and economic evaluations, the database contains ongoing and completed research based on trials, questionnaires and other types of study. The abstracts in the database are descriptive rather than analytical and do not form critical appraisals of the reports (i.e. the reports have not been evaluated by CRD). In some cases there is overlap with DARE (systematic reviews) and NHS EED (economic evaluations).

The database is produced in collaboration with the INAHTA Secretariat, based at SBU, Sweden . The Secretariat supply CRD with records of INAHTA ongoing projects and completed publications every six months. CRD also identify new reports and add full abstracts to existing records between updates by continually searching the literature and relevant HTA websites.
