If you are a new user, you will be required to register:
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You will be asked, briefly, for information about yourself:
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Once you have completed the above steps successfully, you will be logged in and ready to utilise the features on the CRD databases.

Try some searches in each of the databases. 

Suggested terms are: 
Atrial fibrillation; diabetes mellitus; cardiac arrest; Parkinson’s Disease.

Can you see any differences in the results?

Click on the tabs to view each databases results individually. By clicking on the title of a result, a pop-up window will appear with a structured CRD review. Click ‘close window’ at the bottom of the window to close.
Try exporting the first 5 results.

Click on the ‘select’ boxes next to each result:
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Then, at the top of the screen underneath the yellow box, click ‘export selected’. 
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This will give you the following option:
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Click ‘save’ and browse to the appropriate place on your computer to save the file.

The search records will be saved in a .txt format for you to browse through.

To save your search and generate email alerts, click on ‘search history’:
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This will generate the following screen:
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Click on ‘save history’ and click the box labelled ‘Email new records that match this search to me.’ When the databases are updated, your search will be checked against all the newly added records, and you will receive an email when matching records are found. This will contain a link through which you can view the new records.
